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Athletic Endowment Sur passes $1,000,000 M ar k

The Department of Intercollegiate Athletics is extremely pleased to announce that the campaign to establish and support an
endowment fund has just passed the $1 million mark.

In 2001, the Department of Intercollegiate Athletics established a goal of raising $1.5 million to be placed in an endowment
to support future intercollegiate athletic enhancement initiatives, most notably the establishment of full-time coaching positions.
This ambitious plan would be in addition to continued and concurrent fundraising efforts directed at renovating the varsity soc-
cer and Black track complex, construction of a new five acre outdoor practice facility, and the complete renovation of the varsity
wrestling center.

The cornerstone gift in the establishment of the endowment was the well publicized donation from The Murray Family
Foundation in honor of Catherine T. Murray '34, M.Ed '51 and Mary F. Murray '33. This gift consists of $250,000 to be directed
to the endowment by the end of this year and a pledge of $250,000 to be directed to the endowment at a later date. As a symbol
of the Murray Family’s generosity the intercollegiate athletic center has been named in honor of the Murray sisters.

In addition to the Murray gift, the Athletic Endowment has benefited greatly from the generosity of the Bourget family. Paul
'69and Denise Bourget have been two of the athletic program’s biggest supporters. Over the past eight years, they have quietly
supported every major endeavor sponsored by the athletic department. Additionally, they are always willing to support individ-
ual student-athletes as they complete individual fundraising initiatives that are necessary to participate in enhancement activities
like softball spring training, basketball holiday trips, etc. The Bouget Family has pledged $60,000 to athletic endowment. On
Homecoming Weekend, the lobby in The Murray Center and the Hall of Fame Room will be named in their honor. Paul Bourget,
for al of his efforts, was named the 2002 National Volunteer of the Year in college athletics by the National Association of
Collegiate Director 's of Athletics.

In addition to the gifts from the Bourget and Murray families, many other alumni have been extremely generous in their sup-
port of the capital campaign and athletic endowment. Dorothy Kleniewski '42, Jo-Ann Avedisian '80, '84 and Vin Cullen’55
have all made significant contributions to their alma mater. As a result of Mrs. Kleniewski’s gift, the Hall of Fame foyer will be
named the Kleniewski-Foley |obby in her honor and that of her nephew, former RIC student-athlete John Foley '67, M.Ed ' 70. Mr.
Cullen’s gift will be utilized to recognize his late wife Ann Cornéell-Cullen '58, a former Rhode Island College cheerleader, by
naming one of the varsity women’s locker rooms in her honor. We are also extremely grateful for the hundreds of gifts that have
been received and enhanced the endowment at the $1,000 and below level.

A group of alumni have worked extremely hard over the past few months to name the sports medicine center after former
athletic director Bob Brown while soliciting monies that will also be directed towards athletic endowment (see accompanying
article).

The athletic department has also raised, through a variety of different fundraising initiatives, over $400,000 that has recently
been transferred to athletic endowment and is included in the $1 million dollars raised to date for endowment.

The development of a substantial athletic endowment fund continues to progress, but there is much left to accomplish. On
behalf of everyone associated with the intercollegiate athletic program, we want to extend our sincerest thanks to our many
donors and especially our alumni who have been so gracious in their support.
