RIC’s Fall 2003 Sports Season
A Story of Success

Teixeira breaks 30-year old record

Rhode Island College sophomore forward Kyle
Teixeira re-wrote the RIC record books this fall when he
scored an al-time best 24 goals. The previous high of 22
was set by former Anchorman Dominico Petrarca ‘77 dur-
ing the 1973 season.

He ranks ninth nationally with a 2.70 points per game
average, while his 1.20 goals per game average is tied for
fourth in the nation. While leading the Anchormen to a
third place finish in the Little East Conference, its best
mark since 1990, Teixeira also came within one point of the
RIC record for points in a season, finishing with 54. The
team also earned a berth in the ECAC Divison IlI
Tournament for the first time since 1982.

For his efforts this season, Teixeira earned First-Team
All-Little East honors, while teammates Cory L opes and
Brian Schimmel earned Second-Team All-LEC honors.
Head Coach Len Mercurio was also honored as the Little
East Conference Coach of the Year.
