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RIC fall sports shine
Men’s Soccer & Women’s Tennis take home titles

in another record-breaking fall
The fall 2005 athletic season at Rhode Island College has come

to a close and thus the finishing touches have been recorded on yet
again another record-breaking chapter in the College’s athletic history.

This season’s crowning achievement was the men’s soccer team’s
impressive run to the Eastern College Athletic Conference (ECAC)
New England Div. III Men’s Soccer Tournament Championship.

The Anchormen, who missed out on a trip to the NCAA Div. III
Men’s Soccer Tournament by falling in the Little East Conference
Championship Game on penalty kicks, had a chance to redeem them-
selves in the ECAC Tournament. As the second seed, RIC steamrolled
the competition with wins over Lasell, 4-0, and long-time LEC neme-
sis Plymouth State, 3-1, before blanking top-seeded Clark University,
2-0, on the Cougars’ home tur f in the tourney final.

It was the first-ever ECAC title for the men’s soccer program, one
of the College’s most storied programs. Head Coach John Mello’s
team finished the season with a 12-5-5 overall record, compiling the
most wins in a season in 32 years. The 1973 squad went 13-3.

Sen ior midf ie lder Matt Borges was named the ECAC
Tournament’s MVP with three goals, including both tallys in the
Clark game, one assist and seven points in three games.

Borges was named First Team All-Little East Conference along
with senior forward Kyle Teixeira. Teixeira, the College’s all-time
leader in career goals and points, was named the LEC’s Co-Offensive
Player of the Year for the third time. He is one of only two players in
Little East history to earn First Team All-LEC honors in each of his
four years and earn Offensive Player of the Year honors three times.

Not to be outdone, Head Women’s Tennis Coach Kelly Char tier’s
team was one of the most dominant programs in New England this
season. The Anchorwomen went 11-1 overall and captured the 2005
Little  East Conference Wo m e n’s Tennis Regular Se a s o n
Championship, going undefeated with a 7-0 record in league play. It
was RIC’s third consecutive LEC regular season title.

It is with great sadness that

Rhode Island College mourns the
passing of Catherine T. Murray
’34, ’51. Ms. Murray, 92, was a
guard on one of the College’s first
organized basketball teams.

The College’s intercollegiate
athletics facility, The Mu r r a y
Center, was named after Murray,
along with her late sister Mar y

’33.
The two sisters taught for

four decades in the public school
system in Warwick, Rhode Island. Their lives exemplified in the most sig-
nificant ways the ideals of their profession. Because of their love and ded-
ication, the lives of many were touched and changed.

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RIC wasn’t done as they crushed the competition at the 2005 LEC
Championships, taking home first place with 24 points. Plymouth
State, which figured to be RIC’s top competition, finished a distant sec-
ond, ten points behind the Anchorwomen. It was the sixth LEC title
for the program, the second in the last three years and the fourth for the
Anchorwomen over the past seven campaigns.

RIC captured seven of  a possible nine flights a t the LEC
Championships. Freshmen Megan Hall, Margaret Funk, along with
sophomores Ashley Gorman and Kseniya Gurvich captured individual
titles, while the combinations of Hall and senior Liz Barrette, Funk and
freshman Natasha Roman, and Gorman and junior Tara Marchant
took home doubles titles.

The women’s tennis team has won 28 of their last 29 dual match-
es and the squad has not lost on their home court since the 2003 sea-
son, a span of 17 matches.

Although men’s soccer and women’s tennis were the only programs
to win titles, the other fall sports had plenty of success in their own
right.

Head Coach Craig Letourneau’s women’s
volleyball team posted a 22-14 record in ‘05, rack-
ing up the most wins in a season since the 1986
squad also won 22 matches. The 22 victories is
tied for the third-most wins in program history.

In d i v i d u a l l y, seniors Kristy N i x a n d
Stephanie Wojciechowski became the College’s
all-time leaders in career kills and digs, respective-
ly, while junior Erin Miga broke the school’s
career blocks record. Nix and Miga each earned
First Team All-Little East  honors, while
Wojciechowski was named Second Team All-LEC.

Head Coach Ryan Angel’s women’s soccer
team posted a 10-8 record, thus finishing the ‘05
campaign with the best record in program history
with a .556 winning percentage. RIC’s ten wins
tied the program record for the most victories in a
season. The Anchorwomen’s season could even
have been better. The women’s soccer team lost
their last three games by a score of 1-0, two of
which were in double overtime. Sophomore mid-
fielder Krista MacKinnon was named First Team
All-Little East Conference.

Junior Eric Lonergan had an outstanding
men’s cross country season, earning All-ECAC

and All-Little East honors.
