Q uestions and Answers with Marc Remillard ’88

Mark Remillard ’88 is a graduate of Rhode
Island College with a Bachelor of Science degree
in business management.

Meet the Athletic Hall of Fame Class of 2006
Eight to be honored on Homecoming

Rhode Island College will induct eight members into its Athletic Hall of Fame
at College’s annual Athletic Recognition Dinner and Hall of Fame Induction
Ceremony on Saturday, Sept. 30, in conjunction with Homecoming.

Michael Enos ’89 was an outstanding outfielder on
Rhode Island College’s baseball team from 1978-81. He
played in 116 career games and logged a .281 career batting
average with 88 r uns scored, 108 hits, 91 RBI, 19 doubles and
22 home runs. He ranks second all-time at RIC in career
homers, fourth in career RBI and is 11th in career r uns
scored. Enos was a member of the RIC baseball team that fin-
ished fourth in the nation at the 1979 NCAA Div. III

Baseball College World Series. He was named to the Northeast
Regional’s All-Tournament Team in 1978 and 1979. He was named to RIC’s All-75th
Anniversary B aseball team in 2005.

Sharon (Hall) Galloway ’87 was a standout on RIC’s
women’s cross country and track & field teams from 1982-
87. Galloway earned All-New England, All-ECAC and All-
Conference honors during her cross country car eer and
qualified for the NCAA Di v. III Cross  Country
Championsh ips in 1984 . She earned mu ltiple All-
Conference awards in track and holds the school r ecord
in the 1,500 meters with a time of 4:51.50, a mark that
has stood for 21 years. Galloway received the Helen M.
Murphy Award as a senior in 1987. She was named to RIC’s All-75th Anniversary
Women’s Cross Country and Track & Field Teams in 2005.

William McCaughey ’67 is one of only three former
Anchormen to total over 1,000 career points and grab over
1,000 car eer rebounds in men’s basketball. He lettered in
basketball from 1962-65 and is third all-time in career
rebounding with 1,129 career boards and is 13th with 1,229
career points. His 554 rebounds fr om the 1964-65 season,
still stands as the RIC record for a single season. He was
named to RIC’s All-75th Anniversary Men’s Basketball
Team in 2005.

Lonnie Morr is ’96 was an NCAA Div. III Wrestling
All-American, a two-time New England Champion and
earned All-New England honors four times in the heavy-
weight w eight class during his career on the mat from 1990-
94. He was named to the New England College Conference
Wrestling Association (NECCWA) Hall of Fame and to
RIC’s All-75th Anniversary Wrestling Team in 2005. Morris
is curr ently the Head Wrestling Coach at Johnson & Wales
University and has built the Wildcats’ squad into a regional
power.

Debbie (Allen) Paiva ’90 was a three-spor t athlete at
Rhode Island College from 1988-90, competing in volley-
ball, basketball and track. An All-New England and All-
Region hitter in volleyball, Paiva is currently second all-time
at RIC with a .256 career hitting percentage, is 13th in career
kills and 12th in career blocks. She led the women’s basket-
ball team in both scoring and rebounding as a senior in
1989-90. Paiva was a Conference Champion in the javelin
and also earned All-ECAC honors in that same event during

her track & field car eer. She was named to RIC’s All-75th Anniversary Women’s
Volleyball Team in 2005.

Ruth (H arnois) Plante ’84 was a three-sport athlete at
Rhode Island College from 1980-84. During her volleyball
career, this hard-hitting setter and hitter was the squad’s
floor general on the very successful teams from the early
nineteen eighties. She led the team in assists and aces dur-
ing her career and was one of the top servers in New
England. After graduation, Plante went on to a long and
distinguished career as a volleyball and basketball coach at
Woonsocket High School. She was named to RIC’s All-
75th Anniversary Women’s Volleyball Team in 2005.

After stepping down as the Head Football Coach, Rainone
ser ved as Central Falls’ A thletic Director fr om 1997-03. He was named
Rhode Island College’s Outstanding Athletic Alumnus by the Speaker of
the House and the Rhode Island House of Representatives in 2005.

Kim (Smith) Rondeau ’88 was an All-
New E ngland shortstop in softball and is
Rhode Island College’s second all-time home
run leader. At the time of her graduation, this
honoree was RIC’s career leader in hits, runs,
home runs and total bases, as well as ranking
in the top three in many other statistical cate-
gories . Starring on the field for the
A n c h o rwomen from 1984 -85, Ro n d e a u
earned Second Team All-American honors, the first RIC softball player
ever to receive that honor, after leading the squad with a .466 batting
average to go along with a team-best 33 runs scored and 19 RBI. She was
named to Rhode Island College’s All-75th Anniversary S oftball Team in
2005.
